Abuse Council. Ms. Cawood’s organization sells drug testing kits to parents who wish to test a
child 17 years or younger. The kits are $5 and parents can purchase up to 4 of these Kits at a
time. Credit cards are not accepted, cash only, no checks, just cash. These kits will test for
marijuana, heroin, cocaine and ecstacy.
